A barn crew member will be on
duty in the barn at all times for the safety of the animals and the general public.

animal or property, will be asked to leave the Fair and will forfeit any premium money per order of the
Livestock committee.

e Fitting and Showmanship: Fitting and Showmanship classes will be evaluated separately, and will be divided
according to the age of the exhibitor as of January 1.
